Packing Tips

o Have swimsuit easily accessible for day one swim test

« Pack your bulky bedding and pillows in your laundry bag while traveling to camp

» Avoid packing nice clothes, as they may get dirty or stained.

o Label your camper's belongings! - Check out mabelslabels.com

o It's easier for the younger campers if their clothes are separated by day in large ziplock bags.

o Pack sunscreen, bug spray, hand wipes, and hand sanitizer in a ziplock bag.

o No peanuts. All snacks must be in a sealed or resealable container

o Write letters to your campers each day!

o Swimsuits: Boys must wear swim trunks. Girls must wear a one-piece swimsuit. JR High Girls
must also wear shorts over swimsuit

Medications

All medications, including over-the-counter medications, must be provided in a pharmacy-issued blister
pack. If a blister pack is not available for a specific medication, it must be in its original container with
written instructions. ALL medications will be turned in to our camp nurse upon arrival.
